
Solar multiple battery banks Barbados

Batteries in direct parallel connection: second battery connects to first batter, first battery goes to bus bar

(which also has the charge controller and inverter) Uh oh! Sounds like you''ll end up with one battery having

both connection leads going to the rest of the system on it. Uneven resistance. Bad for battery health of the

bank as a whole.

I need to work out a way to efficiently charge one independent battery bank from another of the same voltage.

I have two 12v independent battery banks that are entirely off-grid. Both banks are lithium iron phosphate.

One is fixed and immobile-- it consists of 4xLishen 280 ah, with 100 amp BMS''s.

I''m looking at the Victron SmartSolar 75/15 to keep my (2, but maybe 3?) batteries topped off during storage,

what''s the easiest way to charge multiple battery banks? Diodes and a slight increase in output voltage? Some

kind of ACR? Some Victron solution? Just leave the battery switch in...

However multiple other people say no problem, as long as both charge controllers are set up the same. One did

say : - There might be a problem with flooded lead-acid batteries where they equalize every month. If you

have multiple charge controllers attached to the battery bank they equalize more frequently, Which is not good

for the battery.

The reason for two battery banks is that the house bank and inverter are 48 V and the other battery bank is a

low voltage but high amperage intermittent load (12 V freight tram winch battery bank kept up by separate

panels via another MPPT 150-60).

I use a bus bar for the battery banks, each bank has a fuse &  switch. Then from the battery bank bus bar to a

fuse &  switch to the main bus bar with the charge controllers &  inverters. Works great with 2 battery banks,

plan is to add a new battery bank every 3 or 4 months, as funds permit.

If I top charge/balance Battery Bank #1 (the 24v in 4s4p). Then I do the same with Battery Bank #2. Then I

connect both battery banks to the same bus bar. Then make the connection to the shunt/fuse. This would be

essentially combining both battery banks into 1 (at 580ah), running at 48v.

For off grid / solar power systems, it is usually much better to charge the batteries are around a 10% to 13% or

so rate of charge--Simply, because the sun is not up in the sky long enough to fully recharge a well discharge
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battery bank at 5% rate of charge....

I was wondering if the latest Cerbo build copes better with multiple battery banks that operate on different

voltages. In the past it was possible to have two banks of different voltages, but to get to some of the metrics

for the "secondary" ...

Also very important that the sum of all charge currents do not exceed the recommended max charge current of

the battery bank. Note: Multiple chargers only offer benefit when the battery is below the absorption voltage.

Once the absorption voltage is hit, it is now a voltage limited charge and thus current will be lower than the

sum of all ...

So, my original question about being using multiple battery banks with some kind of automatic battery bank

selector/switcher which switches automatically to another bank as the current bank gets discharged to a certain

level went unaddressed for two reasons maybe. 1.

You cannot connect multiple generators, be they gas generators or solar genertators, into the same power

network. ... Think of it for a second. You can connect a solar bank to a battery bank, and then from battery

bank you power everything. During the day, power goes from solar bank, when it''s night battery bank takes

over and when the next ...

Re: multiple battery banks One rule of thumb is NOT to mix different battery types: Gel, SLA, AGMs, etc.

Different voltages are another story if the battery types are the same. Two 6v batts in series making 12v may

be hooked up to a single 12v in parallel. If they are the same type: SLAs for example: the amp hours must be

within 15% of each other in order to mix.

Connecting multiple loads to the same battery bank is common place. (No problem) But I don''t think that you

will be able to have communication with both AIO''s. I doubt that they use the same protocol. ... I have it set

up so I need to unplug one and re-plug the other to battery and solar - depending on my need. But I am looking

at how best to ...

A generator to charge the batteries if you have multiple days with no sun is a must for totally off-grid You can

run multiple inverters stacked to provide more current - but when you do they generally MUST be tied to the

same battery bank. Which means the extra inverters are all together.

Fortunately, this is for home solar, so no vibration concern. Current flow is the only issue I''ve had, and

hopefully the bus bar and some cables to distribute current to multiple battery terminals will remedy it. This

does add another $35-40 to my battery bank cost with the bus bar and new cables I''ll need.

From what Ive learned about them, one would connect both battery banks to a common ground, a charging
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source is connected to the input, one battery bank to output #1 and one battery bank to output #2. The isolator

keeps both battery banks completely separate from each other yet allows both to be charged by the same

charging source.

Would it be possible for me to install an external solar charger parallel to the solar inverter to the same battery

bank? If yes, I have my solar inverter settings as follows:-Bulk Charge 29.2V-Float Charge 28.2V-Cut-Off

voltage 21.5V-Maximum Charge Current 40A
